Ann Ball spoke of miracles, frustra-
tions, tears and smiles to the Episcopal 
Churchwomen of St. JohnÕs, Thibodaux, 
in her role as a case manager in the 
diocese during a luncheon meeting 
November 13.

The former editor of ChurchWork re-
tired from that job more than a year 
ago and felt a calling to help victims 
of Hurricane Katrina and other disas-
ters. With emotion and clarity, she 
described the work the diocese is do-
ing to help rebuild the lives and the 
city of New Orleans.

Her ofÞcial title is Case Manager in 
the OfÞce of Disaster Response Case 
Management Program, Episcopal 
Relief Development, Diocese of Loui-
siana.

She cited as an example of miracles 
the family which needed beds Ð the 
children get up from sleeping on the 
ßoor to go to school. The Case Man-
agement Program has no money 
to give out, depending instead on 
grants and donations. Ann had to tell 

the mother her hands were tied.

The next day, out of the blue, some-
one from Covington called and asked 
Ann if she could use 13 new bunk 
beds. Of course she could.

She said that despite ongoing recov-
ery efforts, there is still much need in 
the New Orleans region. Intake inter-
view after intake interview made such 
needs clear. But she indicated the di-
ocese has helped, and will continue 
to help, many people. She added that 
volunteers are also vital, giving two 
recent examples. When the House of 
Bishops met in New Orleans, many 
bishops took the time to go into hard-
hit areas to help clean out and rebuild 
houses. During that same period 
members of the Episcopal Commu-
nicators in New Orleans to cover the 
BishopsÕ meeting stripped, cleaned, 
repaired and painted a house in a 48-
hour period.

Emphasizing all of these efforts, as 
well as her own journey, AnnÕs over-
all theme was ÒBe not afraid. You too 
can help.Ó
