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St. Andrew’s Episcopal Church, 
New Orleans, has opened an Early 
Learning Center in response to the 
growing need for child care in the city 
post-Katrina.  The Center is currently 
enrolling children for the fall term, 
beginning August 20.
Several groups have identified child-

care as the second highest priority 
for the recovery and re-population of 
New Orleans, ranking only after af-
fordable housing. 
“Parents have a particularly des-

perate need for quality child care 
for the youngest children, infants to 
three years,” Kathy Smith, Director 
of St. Andrew’s ELC, said. 
The center is located on St. Andrew’s 

campus and offers care to children of 
families of all income levels, races, 
religions, genders and ethnic origins. 
Currently, 25 percent of families 

must qualify for financial assistance, 

but the center hopes to increase this 
number to 50 percent in the future. 
St. Andrew’s Early Learning Center 

is committed to providing a quality 
developmental program for chil-
dren ages 18 months to 4-years-
old, a population that is generally 
underserved. Funded, in part, by a 
Diocesan Congregational Ministry 
Initiative Grant, the curriculum ad-
dresses physical, social, emotional 
and cognitive needs of the chil-
dren.
The Early Learning Center is open 

year-round from 7:30 a.m. to 6 p.m., 
Monday through Friday.  For more
