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Do You Hear
What | Hear?

So much of what the Diocesan Commission
on Ministry (COM) does as a group is re-
ally about listening carefully and prayer-
fully for that small quiet voice of discern-
ment. Men and women in our diocese
come forth asking the members of the
COM the same age old questions: ODo

you hear what | hear?0, OAm | called to

ordained ministry?0

By our promises made in our Baptismal
Covenant we afbrm everyoneOs call to
ministry in the name of Jesus Christ.
Less certain is how to go about dis-
cerning who has been called to be set
apart for ordained ministry.  Helping
people discern their true calling to serve
God and the Church is an important and
necessary ministry in itself.

The process of discernment can be
long, tedious, and at times even am-
biguous.  Without a doubt, parts of
the process can feel never-ending and
pointless.  Other times it seems like
hazing to have to jump through all the
hoops. Nonetheless, it is the process
we have for a community of faith to
hear, discern and afbrm a personOs call
to Holy Orders.

Each August, the Diocesan Commission on
Ministry gathers to continue the process
with those who are enrolled in seminary.
We also begin the process with people
who have been screened by the local
parish and forwarded to us by our bish-
op. Few things about any calling can
be said with absolute certainty. This is
why discernment is always done best
within the context of a larger group.

Presently, we have three senior semi-
narians who will graduate in June of
2008. There are four Middler (2nd Year)
seminarians who are on track to gradu-
ate in June of 2009. Most seminarians
attend school for three years. All are
expected to come back to the Diocese
of Louisiana to serve for a minimum of
two years.

In addition, we have seven deacon
candidates who are up for bnal review
before sending them over to the Stand-
ing Committee for certibcation. These
individuals are charged with bringing
the needs of the world to the attention
of the Church.

Our canons specibcally say that none
are to be denied access to the ordina-
tion process. On the other hand, hav-
ing access to the process is not a guar-
antee of being ordained. For most folks
the ordination process takes four to bve
years, or even more. The responsibil-
ity that comes with being charged with
listening for GodOs will issimply too im-
portant to rush.
