Service of Reconciliation, Restoration
at Chapel of the Good Sheperd

Sounding the Trumpet of Reconcili-
ation and Restoration through the gift
of Repentance

About 40 intercessors representing
the student body of EHS and several
churches in Baton Rouge gathered at

Episcopal School of Baton RougeOs

Chapel of the Good Shepherd for
an evening of prayer for reconcilia-
tion and restoration through the gift
of repentance. The service opened
with Love Divine All Loves Excelling
followed by songs to prepare hearts
for worship, repentance and interces-
sion. The evening was led by Slater
Armstrong who presented a video of
clips showing the relevance and im-
pact of slavery on our present day ra-
cial unrest, documenting research on
its impact, and featuring recent Walks
of Repentance including that of the
Archbishops of York and Canterbury
for the participation of the Church in
this horrendous practice.

The video points to the brokeness of
our society and testibes to the last
ing consequences of the dehuman-
ization of slavery as we practiced it.
The removal of fathers and the tear-
ing apart of families has had a last-
ing legacy, borne out in our cities to-
day, expressed in a loss of identity,
personhood, and the value of life. It
demonstrates that we cannot move
on as a whole society until we fully
and corporately address the need for
forgiveness and reconciliaton, and

repent of our own prejudices that
keep the walls of injustice in place.
This forgiveness and reconciliaton
needs to be sought brst by those
who will stand to represent the white
OChristianO slave masters. This actio
opens the way for the oppressed to
be released from the prison of bitter-
ness, resentment, and hatred, and
for the Lord to truly bless our nation
and society, and specibcally the re-
building of a new, safer, and better
New Orleans.

Sudan was also highlighted to point
out that not only have they suffered
the longest under the industry of slav-
ery, but that they are still under the
full weight of this oppression and the
terror of genocide. We also learned
of their prophetic voice. They have
in their joyful worship the message
that calls the church and the world to
prepare the way of the Lord through
taking up the cross, calling for true
reconciliation as brothers and sisters.
This is their destiny in scripture which
redeems their stolen identity and re-
stores their God ordained purpose.
(see Zephaniah 3:9-10 and Matthew
12:42)

The video was followed by the Great
Litany and The Litany of Penitence.
Stacey Rhodes led us in a time of
small group prayer after a short
teaching on intercession. Our chief
prayer points were for the House of
Bishops, New Orleans, and Sudan,
closing with singing Amazing Grace.
